DATA THEFT
· Purpose :

Data is a valuable & important asset in the modern world of Information Technology.

“Data” means any form of information i.e. songs, photos, email id, personal details, account information, password or any confidential information that are stored on your device.

“Theft” means  to take dishonestly any movable data/property out of the possession of any person without that person’s consent, moves that data/property in order to such taking.

Whenever a person illegally downloads, copies or extracts any data from a computer without the permission of owner of such information, it is called “Data Theft”.

Data theft happens when computer based information is stolen from various devices by using hacking methods. 
· Area of Application of Law :
· You can Filled a FIR (First Information Report) under section 154 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973, or
· You can Filled a Complaint Report to the Superintendent of Police (SP) of a district, or
· A Private Complain can be enlarged in Competent Court under section 200 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 or 156(3​) of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973.
· Under various section of Information Technology Act, 2000 and the Indian Penal Code, 1860  you can approach to the Competent Court as per Jurisdiction.
· Legal Procedure :
Whenever you come to know that your Data is Theft following Procedure should be followed :
1. Immediately Change all your login details to secure your data.

2. Cut off Internet Connectivity from your device.

3. Immediately Filled an FIR (First Information Report)  under section 154 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 as per jurisdiction.

If necessary action should not occur on your FIR  than, Filled a Complaint Report to the Superintendent of Police (SP) of a district, or A Private Complain can be enlarged in Competent Court under section 200 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 or 156(3​) of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973.
4. Data Theft comes Under various section of Information Technology Act, 2000 and the Indian Penal Code, 1860  you can approach to the Competent Court as per Jurisdiction.
· Documents Required to be Submitted in the Court :
Application, Vakalatnama or Memo for Appearance, Relevant Document’s as per Facts & Circumstances of Matter.
· Punishment/ Expected Relief :
The various section of  Information Technology Act, 2000 &  Indian Penal Code, 1860 contains imprisonment up to 3 years which can be extend upto 10 year, or with fine upto 2 lakh rupees which may extend up to 1 crore rupees, or with both.
