FORGERY
· Purpose :

Forgery it means an act of making a False Document or False Electronic Record.
The primary object of forgery is usually to cheat or to result in wrongful distribution or misappropriation of property by using the aid of a false document.

It could include various acts i.e., a Signature, a Will, an Agreement, a Certificate, Currency, etc. 
The intent of the person committing Forgery is to defraud another and to mislead him into believing that the forged document is true, thereby inducing such other person to part with his valuable assets.

Forgery is committed by counterfeiting documents.

It contain a movable or immovable property through a document.
· Area of Application of Law :
· You can Filled a FIR (First Information Report) under section 154 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973, or
· You can Filled a Complaint Report to the Superintendent of Police (SP) of a district, or
· A Private Complain can be enlarged in Competent Court under section 200 of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 or 156(3​) of Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973.
· Under various section of  Indian Penal Code, 1860  you can approach to the Competent Court as per Jurisdiction.
· Legal Procedure :

Forgery is the deceitful alteration of a writing in order to prejudice the right of another man. It is committed with an intention to cause harm to another. 

To understand it better, according to Section 463 and Section 464 of the Indian Penal Code, 1860, to constitute an offence of forgery, the following conditions must be satisfied-

· A person must make either a completely false document or alter a part of document in such a way that it transforms the whole meaning of the document,

· The intention of the wrongdoer must be to cause damage or injury directed towards either general public or a particular individual,
· The intention must be to make a person separate himself from his property,
· The intention must be to make a person enter into a contract, either verbal or written, 
· The intention must be to either commit fraud or make another commit fraud.
For example, A has a letter of credit upon B for rupees 10,000 written by Z. A, in order to defraud B, adds a cipher to the 10,000, & makes the sum 1,00,000 intending that it may be believed by B that Z so wrote the letter. A has committed Forgery.
· Documents Required to be Submitted in the Court :
Application, Vakalatnama or Memo for Appearance, Relevant Document’s as per Facts & Circumstances of Matter.

· Punishment/ Expected Relief :
According to Section 465 of Indian Penal Code, 1860, It shall be punished with imprisonment, for a term which may extend to two years or with fine or both.
