CORRUPTION
· Purpose :
Corruption is the abuse of Public Resources or Public Power for personal gain.
Corruption, means taking Bribery, Accepting Gifts or extracting other such benefits from someone. 
Corruption laws cover not only the politician and the public servant, but also the Director of Company, and other people in a position of power. However, in Indian Corruption laws, a public servant can be punished for different acts.
Crimes under this law have to be decided by a Special Judge. The State or Central Governments will appoint these Judges.

When crimes under this Act go to court, the crimes will be decided by the Special Judge who is responsible for the area where it was committed or the Special Judge appointed for that specific case. 

· Area of Application of Law :
Crimes under this law have to be decided by a Special Judge. The State or Central Governments will appoint these Judges.

· Legal Procedure :

The following Legal Procedure should be  followed to investigate and prosecute corrupt public servants under the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 are :

· The three main authorities involved in inquiring, investigating and prosecuting corruption cases are the Central Vigilance Commission, the Central Bureau of Investigation  and the state Anti-Corruption Bureau. 
· Cases related to money laundering by public servants are investigated and prosecuted by the Directorate of Enforcement and the Financial Intelligence Unit, which are under the Ministry of Finance.

· The Central Bureau of Investigation and state Anti-Corruption Bureau investigate cases related to corruption under corruption laws and the Indian Penal Code, 1860. The Central Bureau of Investigation jurisdiction is the central government and Union Territories while the state Anti-Corruption Bureau investigates cases within the states. States can refer cases to the Central Bureau of Investigation.

· The Central Vigilance Commission is a statutory body that supervises corruption cases in government departments. The Central Bureau of Investigation is under its supervision. The Central Vigilance Commission can refer cases either to the Central Vigilance Officer  in each department or to the Central Bureau of Investigation. The Central Vigilance Commission or the Central Vigilance Officer recommends the action to be taken against a public servant but the decision to take any disciplinary action against a civil servant rests on the department authority.

· Prosecution can be initiated by an investigating agency only after it has the prior sanction of the central or state government. Government appointed prosecutors undertake the prosecution proceeding in the courts.

· All cases under the Act are tried by Special Judges who are appointed by the Central or State Government.
· Public servants in India can be penalized for corruption under the Indian Penal Code, 1860 and the Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988. The Benami Transactions (Prohibition) Act, 1988 prohibits Benami Transactions. The Prevention of Money Laundering Act, 2002 penalises public servants for the offence of money laundering.

· If the special judge finds the accused guilty, an appeal or revision of the judgment can be filed in the High Court and the procedure for appeal and revision under the Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 will apply.
· Documents Required to be Submitted in the Court :
Application, Vakalatnama or Memo for Appearance, Relevant Document’s as per Facts & Circumstances of Matter.

· Punishment/ Expected Relief :
It shall be punished with imprisonment period of Five to Ten years & with fine.
